One Body Many Parts

Less than two weeks ago, the country of Haiti was virtually destroyed as a
result of a powerful earthquake. Buildings collapsed, people young and old
were buried alive, legs and arms crushed, infections, and now disease and
death have overtaken the country. No water, no food, no power, no
emergency response available. Looting and rioting over scarce resources,
along with the lack of leadership, have left the country in ruins and without
much hope. All the parts of a normal society do not exist in Haiti. As a
country or a body it is hurting, but it is still alive. Haiti is part of a larger
body, which we are all a part of.

As American citizens we have become accustomed to having all of the things
that the country of Haiti does not have at the present time. We have come to
simply expect the best as the norm. I believe that our government and our
citizens, in these times of great need, understand and recognize the blessings
of our wealth and well-being and generously reach out to assist, comfort, and
provide resources such as money, food, water, medical attention and so much
more. Our student body has been challenged to provide financial assistance
through their chapel offerings and activities. Through that support, along with
prayer, we can all provide “Hope for Haiti.”

So many of the people in Haiti feel despair and a sense of hopelessness, but as
I said earlier, the people of Haiti are part of a larger body, the body of Christ.
All of us as Christians are part of the body of Christ and all of those parts are
special to the body. OThe body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts;
and though all its parts are many they form one body. So it is with Christ.O

1 Corinthians 12:12.

My prayer is that our students realize the uniqueness that each of them has as
a part of the body of Christ and also just how important and special each part
is to the whole. That special part may be as an individual student in a
classroom, as an athlete on a team, a trumpet player in the band, an individual
who runs the lights in the musical, and yes, a little child, injured and orphaned
in Haiti. Each is part of the body and has a special part that God has arranged.
“But God has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor
to the parts that lacked it, so there should be no division in the body, but that
its parts should have equal concern for each other.Ol Corinthians 12:24-25.

As Christians and as one body in Christ we can’t avoid the need to help each
other and reach out in time of need and hurt. By the same token, we all
celebrate and rejoice with one another when good things happen in our lives.
This is why so many have reached out to assist those who are hurting and in
need in Haiti. Qf one part suffers, every part sufferswith it; if one part is
honored every part rejoices with it.Ol Corinthians 12:26. As we learn and
grow at North I want our students to know that it is certainly important to



reach out to those in Haiti, but it is equally important that we see and realize the needs that each part has on a daily basis
in our school, our churches, our communities and our families.

We have the opportunity to be strengthened both individually and as a body — the body of Christ — each day at Lutheran
North through His Word, daily prayer, daily chapel, in the classroom and on the athletic fields and courts, in the hallways,
and in all of our relationships. What an opportunity and blessing that we have at Lutheran North as a part of His Body —
the Body of Christ.

The Lutheran High School Association uses a procedure similar to the FAFSA used by colleges for obtaining tuition
assistance. Application must be repeated each year, and applying online isthe fastest and preferred method. The
procedure is as follows: 1) parents submit a FACTS Grant and Aid Application either online (www.factstuitionaid.com)
or in paper form; 2) parents submit copies of IRS tax and W2 forms and $25 application fee; and 3) the information is
assessed and an eligible amount of assistance is recommended to the Lutheran High School Association. 4) LHSN notifies
applicant of amount awarded.

Please complete the FACTS Grant and Aid forms by March 1, 2010. Applications can be processed after March 1;
however, the best opportunity for assistance is having them submitted by March 1. Any questions regarding the FACTS
applications can be answered at the registration meetings.
