We have nearly completed the fall sports season with districts fast
approaching, Faith in Action, fall play practices for Macbeth, several
Lutheran High School Sundays, numerous Student Council meetings,
Homecoming, Red Ribbon Week, a math science competition, Leadership St.
Louis, homework, a number of awesome chapel services, Open House and
more. Students are busy and yes, that is what we want — students actively
participating in their education.

In this quarter our students and teachers have experienced a number of
successes and firsts that are too numerous to list. But teams and coaches have
also experienced some lows, such as losing records and some major injuries.
We had one young man play an inspired game against MICDS and break his
leg in two places near the end of the football game. Through all of this I have
seen incredible resolve and leadership in many of those individuals and all
our seniors.
